Parent Governor: Information Sheet
The Governing Body of Harlington Upper School has a vacancy for a parent governor.  Parent governors are members of the local community who have children attending the school.
Parent governors are elected by their fellow parents and are vital to the governing body because they ensure that the other governors are kept in touch with the concerns and issues of most importance to our parents.

The Role of School Governors

Governors are people who wish to make a positive contribution to the school and the education of its students.  Individual governors contribute to securing a governing body’s overriding responsibility to work in partnership with the headteacher to promote improvement in the performance of the school.  This involves the establishment of  a development plan, the setting of challenging but achievable targets and the interpretation of information to assess progress.  Aligned to its improvement role, the governing body is there to be a ‘critical friend’, providing both support and challenge to the school.

Training and Support

Central Bedfordshire Local Authority supports the contribution of governors with a training and support service.  Access to on line resources is available and a regular newsletter is sent to all school governors.
Becoming a Parent Governor

Being a parent governor can be stimulating, enjoyable and rewarding.  Parent governors are an important component in achieving an effective and well-balanced governing body.  At Harlington Upper School governors attend a full governing body meeting every term.  In addition, many governors contribute to one of the committees, visit the school during the day and help with the selection process for new staff.
Nominations are now invited from parents who wish to join the governing body.  In the event of more nominations being made than there are places available, an election will be held in which all parents will be eligible to vote.
